The Sumner School District strives to  
ensure success for all students after high 
school whether they plan to get jobs, attend 
community or technical colleges, or enroll  
at four-year universities.

A C A D E M I C S
Strong programs are the foundation of our schools. 
We know well-rounded students are more likely 
to meet with success after high school so we offer 
extra-curricular programs and activities that extend 
learning opportunities.

AT H L E T I C S
Participation in athletics can be an important part 
of a student’s education—most important is the 
development of positive character traits including 
sportsmanship, leadership and teamwork skills. 
High school sports include fastpitch, baseball, 
track, soccer, tennis, swimming, wrestling, basket-
ball, volleyball, gymnastics, golf, football, and cross 
country. Middle school sports include football, 
girls soccer, volleyball, basketball, wrestling, track, 
fastpitch and baseball.

C H I L D  N U T R I T I O N  S E R V I C E S
Our outstanding food services program provides 
nutritious meals to students. Monthly lunch menus 
are posted on our Web site and sent to families by 
e-mail using School Messages.

H I G H LY  C A PA B L E  P R O G R A M S
The Sumner School District offers advanced and 
extended classes for students in grades 3-8 who 
qualify.

Programs and Services



H E A LT H  S E R V I C E S
Our health services program provides immediate 
temporary care for injured or ill students at school. 
Medical or accident insurance does not automati-
cally cover students while at school. Group insur-
ance is available at a reasonable price; contact your 
child’s school for details.

Health screenings for hearing and vision are  
completed on students in kindergarten through 
grade 3, and grades 5 and 7. Parents are notified 
of any health concerns detected during screenings.

Under state law, the parent of any child who has  
a life-threatening condition or allergy is required 
to complete an emergency care plan and/or an 
anaphylaxis plan. School district policy must allow 
for any student to possess and self-administer  
medication to treat the student’s asthma or  
anaphylaxis if specified conditions are met.   
Furthermore, for conditions that require medical 
procedures to be performed at school, a parent 
must submit a medication or treatment order to 
the school. Students with life-threatening condi-
tions will not be allowed to attend school without 
an emergency care plan and/or an anaphylaxis 
plan. Students with diabetes need to have an  
Individual Health Care Plan developed. Please 
contact the Health Services Office, 253.891.6051 
to set up an appointment.

THE DR. DONALD A. EISMANN  
INTERNATIONAL  BACCALAUREATE  
PROGRAMME  AT  
SUMNER HIGH SCHOOL 
The comprehensive International Baccalaureate 
(IB) program challenges students with rigorous 
academic work and will incorporate all of the core 
academic courses, elective options and the fine 
arts. Due to the caliber of the program, many 
colleges offer up to a full year of college credit for 
students who earn the prestigious IB diploma.  
As universities have individual policies, it is 
important to check with prospective colleges to 
determine credits they offer for the IB Diploma.

K I N D E R G A R T E N
Children who will be five years old on or before 
August 31 are eligible to attend kindergarten. 
Parents can register their children at their 
neighborhood elementary school, with current 
immunization records and proof of age.

M E D I C AT I O N  AT  S C H O O L 
A D M I N I S T R AT I O N
State law and District policy govern the admin-
istration of medication to students at school. 
Health room staff can only administer oral 
medications. Before students may take prescrip-
tion or over-the-counter medicine at school, the 
school must have a signed and dated permis-
sion statement from the student’s physician and 
parent. All medication must be delivered by a 
parent or guardian in the original container and 
must be stored in the office or health room. Bee 
sting medication must be in a form that can be 
self-administered, unless otherwise specified by a 
physician.

O N L I N E  L E A R N I N G  P R O G R A M
Online learning courses are available to middle or 
high school students grades 6-12. High school 
courses include Advance Placement offerings, 
world languages, electives and general studies.  
Middle school students may participate in general 
studies or elective courses.  Online education 
provides students with another option for credit 
recovery or enrichment on a part-time or  
full-time basis.

PA R K S  &  R E C R E AT I O N
The Sumner School District and the cities of 
Bonney Lake and Sumner cooperatively offer  
recreation programs for youth and adults at a  
variety of locations throughout the District, 
including schools and community centers.  
Recreation activity schedules and programs are 
published quarterly and posted on the Web site, 
call 253.891.6500 for details.

S C H O O L  M E S S A G E S
Families may subscribe to “School Messages” 
for free e-mail news and information regarding 
early dismissals, late arrivals, school closures, and 
parent alerts.

S P E C I A L  E D U C AT I O N
The Sumner School District offers speech, vision 
and hearing services; occupational and physical 
therapy; mobility training and counseling, and 
other necessary assistance to children with disabil-
ities. Additional programs include Title/LAP and 
ELL/Bilingual for children with special needs. 
Disabled secondary students are offered transition 
services that focus on employment, post-second-
ary education, independent living, adult services, 
community participation and self advocacy. For 
more information call, 253.891.6040.

The Sumner Tobacco and Alcohol Risk Reduc-
tion (STARR) Project is dedicated to promoting 
student safety and the prevention of youth risk 
behaviors through a variety of school and  
community based initiatives.

Weather and School Closures

T R A N S P O R TAT I O N 
The Transportation Department employs over 
85 people dedicated to the safe transportation 
of students. It is our # 1 priority.

Our buses travel over 650,000 miles each year, 
transporting over 4,000 students each day. Each 
year a safety team from The Washington State 
Patrol inspects our buses. Sumner has received 
an “Outstanding” rating for over 14 years. 
This reflects the dedication and the skills of our 
mechanics.

Routing specialists work daily to improve bus  
service and maintain efficiency. These changes 
occur throughout the year with the most up-to-
date routes and schedules available online. Due to 
the constant changes, the District will no longer 
publish bus schedules. Please check the Web site 
or visit your child’s school for posted routes. 
Transportation staff are available to assist you by 
calling 253.891.6400.

Radio and television stations will be announcing 
schedule changes between 6 and 8 a.m. If Sumner 
School District is not mentioned, normal opera-
tions will prevail unless a change of schedule is 
announced.

Families should expect buses to be late during 
severe weather. If buses cannot get up the hills on 
afternoon routes, students will be returned to  
their schools.
	
SCHOOLS OPEN, LIMITED BUS  
TRANSPORTATION means schools will operate 
and buses will stop at all regular stops with the 
exception of the routes included in the Limited 
Transportation Bus Schedule, available on the 
District Web site. Even when road conditions in 
the valley appear passable, bad weather on the hill 
often causes hazardous driving conditions and 
impact the District’s ability to operate buses safely. 

2-HOUR LATE START means all before school 
activities, athletics and extra-curricular events  
are canceled and there is no out-of-district 
transportation. Morning Preschool and ECEAP 
are canceled. Before school childcare programs 
through the Rec Department operate 2-hours late, 
opening at 8:30 AM. If school is operating on a 
two-hour late start schedule, breakfast and lunch 
will be served.

The district may also cancel after school activities, 
athletics and extra-curricular events due to inclem-
ent weather/disasters on 2-hour late start days. 

SCHOOLS CLOSED means schools will be 
closed for the day. All afterschool and evening 
activities will be canceled unless otherwise  
announced.

Winter may bring weather conditions that require 
school schedule delays or closure. Deciding to 
cancel school is a very difficult decision we take 
very seriously, the safety of your child is our 
primary concern.

When poor weather is anticipated, transportation 
personnel begin monitoring road conditions at  
3 a.m. Our goal is to make information available 
to families about school closure or changes in the 
school schedule by 5 a.m. Check the Web site, sign 
up to receive School Messages e-mails or call the 

WEDNESDAY LATE START MORNINGS   
If there is inclement weather on Wednesday  
mornings and a schedule change is not announc-
ed, all bus routes and schools will operate on the 
Wednesday late start schedule.  Before school 
childcare programs through the Rec Department 
operate 90-minutes late, opening at 8:00 AM. 
The district may also cancel after school activities, 
athletics and extra-curricular events due to  
inclement weather. 

EARLY DISMISSAL  Every effort will be made 
to announce cancellations that occur during 
school day as soon as possible, but due to chang-
ing weather conditions cancellations may be made 
at any time. After school childcare programs 
through the Rec Department will open as soon  
as directors can arrive.  School personnel will  
supervise students needing childcare until  
directors arrive. 
	
In the event of a change in school operations 
during the school day, information will be posted 
on the District Web site. Families may also receive 
e-mail notification through School Messages and 
the Emergency Hotline 253.891.6001 will have 
recorded updates. 
	
EMERGENCY PLANS  Each family should  
have a plan covering what to do when children  
arrive home early due to an emergency or weather-
related situation. Please develop a plan and prac-
tice it with your child. If you will not be home, 
instruct your child as to where he or she should go 
in the event of an early dismissal due to emergency 
conditions. What is the best route home if your  
child cannot be delivered to the normal bus stop? 
Where could your child go if he or she needed help? 
Who would care for him or her until you arrive? 
Is there someone your child could call to calm any 
concerns he or she might have?

Emergency  
Preparedness

Our system for managing school emergency 
situations provides students, staff and parents with 
a plan and a sense of security. Student safety is 
our focus and guides our decisions. Staff mem-
bers have been assigned specific tasks they are 
responsible for during an emergency situation. 
Exhibiting leadership during a school evacuation 
or providing first aid are as important as  
communicating information to parents and  
organizing student relocation centers. 

All facilities are equipped with emergency supplies, 
radios and equipment that may be necessary to 
shelter students. The Sumner School District 
works in partnership with local law enforcement, 
public safety and county emergency manage-
ment to prepare for emergency conditions in 
our schools. Each school has developed and 
implemented a comprehensive plan for respond-
ing to a variety of natural disasters and hazard-
ous situations including earthquake, lahar, fire, 
bomb threat, and hazardous materials incidents. 
Staff and students practice appropriate responses 
including evacuation and shelter-in-place.

E A R T H Q U A K E  R E S P O N S E  P L A N 
Students and staff practice “Drop, Cover and 
Hold” as a response to earthquake.
 
What Does It Mean?  Drop – under something 
sturdy and taller than you are  Cover – the back 
of your head and neck with one arm  Hold on – 
in case the thing you’re under moves  Close your 
eyes – protect your eyes

E M E R G E N C Y  
O P E R AT I O N S  C E N T E R
In the event of a districtwide emergency, school 
administrators have designated an Emergency 
Operations Center to provide support for  

students and staff at each school. Local law 
enforcement and emergency management officials 
will communicate directly with the district to 
coordinate response plans and maximize resources, 
ensuring that assistance is available where it is 
most needed. District communications and release 
of information to the media will also be directed 
from the Operations Center. 

L A H A R  E VA C U AT I O N  P L A N
Living near Mt. Rainier has potential hazards that 
include eruption, lava or ash fall and mudflows 
known as lahars. Pierce County Emergency  
Management, the U.S. Geologic Survey team 
and the Federal Emergency Management Agency 
have joined together to create a plan for respond-
ing to any Mt. Rainier emergency that may occur. 
The Sumner School District has been an active 
partner in planning and preparing for the  
evacuation of all schools located in the valley as 
might someday be required. 

L O C K D O W N  A N D 
M O D I F I E D  L O C K D O W N
From time to time, local law enforcement agencies 
alert our schools to potential risks that require the 
school to implement a precautionary safety proto-
col known as a lockdown. In a lockdown, exterior 
and interior doors are locked. Students are told to 
stay away from windows and keep low. Curtains  
or blinds are closed. Lights are off. Only quiet 
talking is allowed. Students who are outside at 
recess or in a PE class come back into the building. 
Signs are posted on doors instructing anyone who 
tries to get inside the building to leave the school 
premises immediately. Staff has been trained to 
take the situation very seriously, with an assump-
tion that an intruder could actually be in the 
building.

The modified lockdown takes similar precautions 
but allows more movement within the building. 
Students may continue to work at their desks with 
lights on. They may go to the restroom. No one, 
however, may enter or leave the building—staff, 
students or parents.

S C H O O L  C L O S U R E S
Unscheduled school closures due to inclement 
weather, natural disaster, or school emergencies 
may occasionally occur. Updated information 
regarding school status, student evacuation and 
parent pickup points is available on the Web under 
the Crisis Information page and is e-mailed to all 
School Messages subscribers. Additional school 
closure information is available from the Public 
Schools Emergency Communication System at 
www.SchoolReport.org.

F R E Q U E N T LY  A S K E D  Q U E S T I O N S 
How will my children know what to do in 
the event of an emergency?  If an emergency 
occurs during school hours, classroom teachers 
will provide students with appropriate instructions. 
Additionally, school officials may provide students 
with instructions or information about the emer-
gency through the school public address system. 
Students often practice for emergency situations 
such as fire, earthquake or intruder and may be 
very familiar with school emergency responses.

Who can pick up my children from school 
during an emergency? Children will be released 
to individuals who are authorized on the student’s 
emergency care card or have prior written parent 
authorization. Schools will also require photo 
identification when the child is released at the 
parent-child reunion site. Parents and guardians 
are responsible for the accuracy of the information 
on their child’s emergency care card. If parents 
have not completed a card, they need to do so. 
If their information has changed, parents need to 
update the information.

What is a parent-child reunion site?  
During an emergency situation, schools will set-up 
a parent-child reunion site where students will 
be released from school at their parent’s request.
Many schools have “Student Pick-Up” banners 
that will indicate the location of the reunionsite on 
the school campus. At the reunion site, students 
will be released to their parents or others autho-
rized to pick them up upon presentation of proper 
identification.

Notifications  It is likely that during an emergency, students 
may not be released at the school office. If school 
or public safety officials require that a school build-
ing be evacuated, students and staff members may 
be transported to a neighboring school. Parents 
will be informed of the reunion location through 
the School Messages system and local media. This 
information will also be posted on the District Web 
site. Driving directions to other school locations 
can also be accessed online

Where is my child’s reunion site located?
During emergency situations, circumstances 
could arise that might force changes to previously 
designated locations. Parents will be informed of 
parent-child reunion locations upon arrival at their 
child’s school, or through School Messages and the 
District Web site.

What if my child is riding a school bus 
at the time of an emergency? School bus  
drivers are in constant radio communication with 
our Transportation Department. In the event that 
an emergency occurs while students are in trans-
port, drivers will be notified to respond appropri-
ately. Buses will be rerouted or may delay arrival or 
departure to avoid traveling toward the emergency 
situation such as a school lockdown. 

What about my child’s medication?
If your child requires daily medications that are 
necessary for chronic or severe medical conditions 
such as seizures, severe asthma or allergies, parents 
should make sure that the school has a three day 
dosage of additional medication. Talk with your 
child’s school health tech for more information.

Is my child allowed to use a cell phone at 
school? During certain emergency situations such 
as unscheduled school closures due to inclement 
weather situations, students may use their phones 
to communicate with parents. In specific emer-
gency situations, such as a bomb threat or during  
a lockdown, use of a cell phone may endanger  
students, staff and emergency personnel and 
will not be allowed. Please refer to your school’s 
student handbook for school policies regarding the 
use of cell phones.

As required by state law, the Sumner School 
District 3 Rs Handbook (Discipline Policy and 
Regulations) is available to all students, parents 
and guardians. The Handbook includes general 
rules for student conduct and the procedures 
for enforcing those rules. For your convenience 
the handbook is included in the back-to-school 
mailing. Additional copies are available at your 
child’s school.

At least 48 hours before the application of a pes-
ticide to school grounds or facilities, the District 
shall notify interested guardians, parents and staff 
of the planned application in writing. The notice 
shall be posted in a prominent place in the build-
ing office in addition to being provided to those 
who have requested notification. If the application 
is not made within 48 hours of the notice, another 
notification shall be made prior to the application. 
This pre-notification is not required in the case 
of emergency application of pesticides to a school 
facility, such as an application to control sting 
pests, but full notification shall be made as soon  
as possible after the application.  

Pre-notification is not required if the school 
grounds or facility will not be occupied by 
students for two days following the application.
